• Is there anybody you are really close to?  Who/why? 
• Do you find it easier to talk about important decisions with friends or with family? 
• Would you prefer to have been brought up in a smaller or larger family? Why/why 

not? 
• How would you like to help your family?

• Is having your own means of transport important to you?  Why/why not? 
• Which form of transport do you like least?  Why? 
• Can you tell me about the longest journey you have ever made? 
• In the future, what different forms of transport do you think there will be?

• If you could meet a historical figure, who would it be? What would you want to 

ask? 
 
 
C   The problems and benefits of being famous. 

• If you could, which field of life would you like to be famous in? 
• Why are we so fascinated with show business and celebrity? 
• Do we respect famous peoples’ privacy enough?  
• Which famous person would you like to meet? Why?
